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NUEVAS APORTACIONES A LA CULTURA HALAF EN SIRIA

Walter Cruells®
(Universitat Autonoma de Barcelona)

Abstract. The period included between the VIII and VII millenium B.P., known in Northern
Mesopotamia as the Halaf, was known up to now, thanks to a number of combined excavations carried
out during the years between the 1920’ and 1930’, in sites as emblematic as Tell Halaf in Syria, or
Arpachiyah in Irag. On the other hand, studies and excavations done after the decade of the 80’ and 90’
have started to modify remarkably important aspects of this culture, such as its origins, its evolution, and
its main characteristics. In this paper we present a report starting from these new works and making a
special point of the material aspects of this culture (basicly pottery) with contributions of the new
excavated sites in the Balikh and the Khabur valleys, as well as in excavations in sites in which we have
directly participated as responsables of this discipline (Tell Amarna and Tell Halula in Euphrates valley
and Chagar Bazar in the Khabur).

I.- Introduccion e historia de la investigacion

El periodo comprendido entre finales del VIII y el VII milenios BP, definido en Mesopotamia
norte como cultura Halaf, ha sido durante mucho tiempo conocido gracias a un conjunto de
excavaciones realizadas en los afios 20 y 30 en que se configuraron sus caracteristicas
principales tanto a nivel material como econémico y social. En realidad lo que ha caracterizado
durante un largo periodo de tiempo a esta cultura han sido el espléndido catdlogo de formas y
motivos decorativos de sus ceramicas asi como su innovadora arquitectura circular o tholoi y
capacidad de adopcion de la agricultura y ganaderia como base econémica esencial.

Cuando intentamos describir una breve historia de la investigacion de la cultura Halaf
hemos de hacer referencia a diferentes periodos histoéricos de la investigacion; el primero, hasta
los afios 1920, en que se dan a conocer los elementos materiales de la cultura, especialmente
ceramicos; el segundo corresponde a los afios 30, en que se establecen por primera vez las
bases cronoestratigraficas, una amplia tipologia de los materiales y una primera aproximacion
a su arquitectura; los aifios cincuenta y sesenta en que se lleva a término una amplia actividad
arqueoldgica en Iraq (Irag-Jarmo Project), en Turquia y también en Siria. Finalmente, a partir
de los afios 80, nuevas excavaciones cientificas con aportaciones interdisciplinarias, han hecho
posible variar substancialmente el panorama que hasta la fecha habia perdurado y establecer
unas nuevas bases de analisis, discusion y interpretacion que conforman en la actualidad la
base de una nueva visién interpretativa de este periodo tan complejo y, lleno aun, de grandes
lagunas.

La primera cita sobre ceramicas pintadas "Halaf" se remonta a 1908' gracias a las
excavaciones en el yacimiento de Sakje-Geuzi, en Turquia. Posteriormente, el bardn prusiano
Von Oppenheim, responsable de la inspeccién del trazado de la futura linea férrea que uniria

del periodo Neolitico y Halaf (8200-6200 BP) ha sido responsable del estudio y interpretacion de estos restos
materiales en los yacimientos de Tell Halula y Tell Amama (Valle del Eufrates), y Chagar Bazar (Valle del Khabur)
en Siria, y de Akargay Tepe (Valle del Eufrates) en Turquia. El estudio global de la ceramica se enmarca dentro del
programa de investigacion arqueoldgica del Ministerio de Educacién y Cultura DGCY'T Proyecto n® PB 96-1126.

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Estambul y Bagdad (la futura Orient Express) observé la presencia de cerdmicas pintadas cerca
del puesto fronterizo con Turquia de Ras-al-Ain. Se trataba de un tell llamado Halaf realizando
una primera campaiia de excavaciones en 1911, que se prorrogaron hasta 19137

Sin embargo, no seria hasta la década de los afios treinta que el horizonte Halaf se
empieza a definir como una cultura que cubria casi toda la Mesopotamia norte y es situada en
su posicion cronoldgica. De este periodo corresponden las excavaciones arqueoldgicas que Sir
Leonard Woolley realizé en Siria en el yacimiento de Carchemish/Yunus®, hoy en Turquia. Sin
embargo uno de los investigadores mas emblematicos de esta época fue el arquedlogo inglés
Max Mallowan que inicié excavaciones en yacimientos tan importantes como Ninive o
Arpachiyah* ambos en Iraq pero también en Siria en Tell Brak’ y especialmente en Chagar
Bazar®. Gracias a las excavaciones realizadas en Arpachiyah, Mallowan establecié la primera
secuencia para esta cultura, definiendo que aparecia con anterioridad al estilo ceramico de la
cultura Ubaid y que era posterior a las fases neoliticas Hassuna y Samarra. Fue Mallowan
quien estableci6 la primera periodizacidn (Halaf antiguo, medio y final) para este horizonte a
partir de tres fases diferenciadas en base, principalmente, a la evolucién de su tipologia
ceramica. Cabe destacar que la periodizacién de la cultura Halaf que realizé6 Mallowan en los
afios treinta ha perdurado hasta los afios ochenta y algunas de sus apreciaciones todavia
perduran. : . B
No es a partir de la década de los setenta y especialmente de los ochenta hasta
nuestros dias que el horizonte Halaf empieza a interesar decididamente a los arquedlogos que
trabajan en yacimientos del Préximo Oriente y son incorporados a los proyectos de andlisis
globales. Corresponde este periodo con la construccién de grandes obras de infraestructura,
basicamente hidroeléctrica, que realiza Siria en el curso del Eufrates, pero también en el
Khabur y en el Balikh, y que propiciard prospecciones sisternaticas e importantes excavaciones
arqueoldgicas extensivas, muchas de ellas vinculadas a proyectos de salvacion. Gracias a estas
recientes excavaciones se aportaran nuevas teéricas en lo referente a sus origenes, desarrollo,
caracteristicas y marcos cronologicos. :

I1.- Los origenes de la cultura Halaf

La aparicion del Halaf y su rapida expansién en una gran area que cubrira el norte de Iraq, €l
norte de Siria y Turquia meridional, originando un gran nombre de asentamientos y
compartiendo elementos materiales comunes especialmente una caracteristica ceramica
pintada, constituye uno de los episodios mas relevantes de la prehistoria del préximo Oriente
de finales del VI milenio BC.

Si bien la ceramica Halaf fue inicialmente detectada en el yacimiento epdnimo de Tell
Halaf en Siria, hasta fechas recientes era aceptado que la cultura Halaf tenia sus origenes en las
areas fértiles del norte de Mesopotamia que englobaria una region entre el Tigris y el valle del
Khabur al norte del Jebel Sinjar en Iraq y su posterior gran difusién se realizaria a mediados el
5000 BC. desde las montafias de los Zagros hasta la frontera de la Anatolia occidental gracias a

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las migraciones o movimientos de las poblaciones Halaf ’. Para otros autores, el comercio y la
difusién de la cultura material Halaf pudiera ser una explicacion plausible de su expansion®.
Fue Perkins también’ quien apuntd la posibilidad de la existencia de dos grandes facies locales
Halaf: una facies Halaf oriental, mas desarrollada y consistente, con una clara secuenciacién y
otra facies occidental, menos conocida y con grandes lagunas en su estratigrafia que seria
evolucion de la anterior. Davidson'® confirma también esta posibilidad al afirmar que las
tradiciones ceramicas Halaf llegan a la zona del Eufrates uinicamente después de un largo
periodo de desarrollo estilistico que habria tenido lugar en el norte de Iraq y Siria oriental.

Uno de los problemas mas significativos existentes hasta fechas recientes, con
relacién a los origenes de la cultura Halaf, es la ausencia de yacimientos que ofrezcan una
evolucidn ininterrumpida desde los niveles del neolitico Final (Hassuna, Samarra o facies
locales antiguas) hasta las primeras ceramicas Halaf. Afortunadamente, recientes excavaciones
arqueoldgicas presentan aportaciones que pueden variar significativamente los esquemas
tradicionales. La aparicién de estratigrafias ininterrumpidas correspondientes a ininterrumpidos
periodos de ocupacion donde se observa la emergencia del periodo Halaf proveniente de un
- periodo anterior de tradicién local neolitico corresponderian al resultado de un gradual y
continuo proceso de cambio cultural; es decir, existen evidencias para creer que existe una
transicion del Neolitico Pre-Halaf al Halaf Antiguo, que este periodo fue de naturaleza gradual
y que la cultura Halaf del norte de Siria representaria una evoluciéon local derivada
directamente de las tradiciones neoliticas finales de la zona. Evidencias materiales para esta
proposicién se hallan, por ejemplo, en el yacimiento de Tell Sabi Abyad' el cual ha
proporcionado una sucesion de niveles de ocupacién bien conservados datados entre ca. 5700
y 5000 BC (sin calibrar). Entre estos diferentes niveles cabe destacar la fase Balikh IIIA o
transicional del Neolitico Final al Halaf antiguo, donde aparecen ya (en la casa quemada)
ceramicas finas pintadas de muy buena calidad datadas en el 5200 BC. Algunas de ellas
presentando elementos decorativos de estilo Samarra. La zona de Syrian Jezirah pues, formaria
parte del foco emergente Halaf y coincidiria con una serie de importantes cambios de relacién
hombre-territorio uno de los cuales seria un significativo crecimiento demografico y un doble
desarrollo de las estrategias de subsistencia y organizacion de los poblados con la aparicion de
asentamientos agricolas a largo plazo y estacionamientos ganaderos/pastoriles a corto que
facilitaran la movilidad.

Las posibilidades pues, de una exphcac1on poligenista del fenémeno Halaf son
plausibles y Tell Halula (fase 35), por los datos hasta la fecha conseguidos dispone de esta
ocupacién ininterrumpida y avala la diversidad de focos autdctonos de la cultura Halaf, Si bien
para Tell Halula la extension excavada para estos periodos es atin muy reducida los materiales
arqueoldgicos recuperados evidencian esta evolucidén gradual como veremos mas adelante.

Si bien hoy en dia, gracias a estas recientes excavaciones (Sabi Abyad y Halula) se
acepta ya casi unidnimemente que los origenes Halaf se formaria en las zonas cercanas a los
afluentes del Eufrates (Balikh, Khabur) pero también en el mismo valle del Eufrates, resulta
dificil atn establecer los limites de extensién maxima del Halaf. Fuera del marco tradicional de

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la Mesopotamia norte parece que la presencia de asentamientos Halaf se restringe, en Siria, a
algin yacimiento costero (Ras Shamra), zona norte de Alepo (Tell Rifaat), zona de Idlib (El
Rouj Basin) y las zonas de Hama y Homs todos ellos con niveles Halaf muy evolucionados.
Parece pues que el Eufrates ejerceria de zona fronteriza para la franja occidental.

Para terminar, notar que el periodo Halaf, si bien se presenta contemporaneo a los
periodos Hassuna y Samarra en algunos yacimientos occidentales, hasta la fecha no ha
aparecido ningun asentamiento asociable a estos periodos. Es asi que en toda la bibliografia
relativa a yacimientos Halaf con niveles transicionales o antiguos (Sabi Abyad, Tell Aqgab,
Halula, Chagar Bazar) no existen elementos estructurales pertenecientes a estas fases y algin
autor'? al referirse a las cerdmicas mas antiguas las define como de influencia Samarra y no

Samarra tipicas. Y es que una de las cuestiones actuales mas conflictivas es esclarecer la
relacion de estas ceramicas “Samarra” con las primeras producciones Halaf. ;Seria gracias a la
intervencién de unas ceramicas externas “Samarra” que favorecen o propician la aparicion de
las ceramicas Halaf?"’. Mientras que los asentamientos sirios presentan una tradicidn ceramica
del tipo DFBW (dark faced burnished ware) los de las zonas orientales, al este del Khabur, la
tienen en las ceramicas pintadas Hassuna (aunque sin conocer exactamente su propio origen,
algunos autores proponen la influencia de culturas derivadas de la evolucion y de la expansion
del PPNB sirio). El hecho pues de comparar dos culturas, la oriental con cerdmicas pintadas de -
tradicion Hassuna y la occidental con tradicién de cerdmicas tipo DFBW, tan diferentes en sus
elementos materiales y también arquitectonicos (estructuras rectangulares con estructuras
circulares), dificulta esclarecer la presencia exclusiva de estos materiales ceramicos en
yacimientos Halaf sirios.

III1.- Distribucion geografica de los yacimientos Halaf en Siria .

La distribucidén de los yacimientos del periodo Halaf en Siria han sido tradicionalmente
agrupados en base a criterios geograficos' en cuatro grandes areas; el valle medio del Eufrates,
el valle del Balikh, region del Khabur y levante o zona costera (fig. 1). Si bien algunas de las
primeras prospecciones realizadas eran basadas en criterios de investigacién pura la mayor
parte de las maés recientes han sido inspiradas en un contexto de arqueologia de salvacién como
consecuencia de la construccion de pantanos y riesgo de desaparicion de muchos yacimientos.

I11.1.- Area del Khabur

La region del Khabur ha tenido un papel importante en la historia de la investigacion del
periodo Halaf gracias a las excavaciones de Von Oppenheim en Tell Halaf yacimiento que
caracterizo por vez primera las caracteristicas ceramicas que lo definen'’. En los afios 30, Max
Mallowan realiz6 prospecciones en la zona, localizando y excavando diversos yacimientos
entre ellos Chagar Bazar'® y Tell Braq' estableciendo la primera periodizacién para esta -
cultura. Este tltimo yacimiento fue posteriormente excavado por J. y D. Oates'®,

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Posteriormente, se realizaron prospecciones de la Universidad de Edimburgo" en la
zona de los Wadis Dara y Jaghjagh concluyendo que el nimero de yacimientos la zona norte
es mas alta que en la zona sur y argumentado que en ¢l periodo Halaf la zona era habitaba por
una gran poblacion similar incluso a las de la actualidad®®. Uno de aquellos yacimientos, Tell
Aqab, fue excavado por Davidson®' realizando una nueva secuencia ceramica. El yacimiento
fue recientemente revisado por Nishiaki®.

Otros yacimientos Halaf de la zona excavados ultimamente han sido los de Tell
Khazna™ y Tell Kashkashok excavado por Antoine Suleiman®* quien establecié diferentes
niveles arqueoldgicos desde una fase proto-Hassuna hasta una fase Uruk. Entre 1997 y 1998 la
Direccion General de Antigiiedades de Siria inicia dos campaiias de excavaciones en el
yacimiento de Tell Boueid II con niveles de ocupacién Hassuna y Samarra®.

' Debido a la construccion de un pantano en la zona del medio Khabur que crearia un
lago artificial de unos 20 km. de largo, Monchambert*® inici6 unas prospecciones en la 4rea
afectada resultado de las cuales fue la localizacién de unos 60 nuevos ya01m1entos tres de los
cuales pertenecientes al periodo Halaf.

Como consecuencia de la construccion de este pantano se iniciaron diversas
actuaciones arqueoldgicas destacando las realizadas en Tell Ziyada? y en el yacimiento de
Umm Qseir situado a unos 13 km. al sudeste de Hassake. Una primera intervencion
arqueologica en este ultimo yacimiento fue llevada a termino en 1986 por Frank Hole de la
universidad de Yale®® quien establecié una presencia de niveles pertenecientes a las fases
Halaf, Uruk y del tercer milenio. El yacimiento fue posteriormente excavado por A. Tsuneki y
Y. Miyake, de la universidad de Tsukuba en 1996 quienes definieron cuatro fases de
ocupacion; una primera perteneciente al periodo Halaf medio, una segunda ocupacién de
inicios del IV milenio BC perteneciente a un Calcolitico tardio y una fase Uruk medio; una
tercera fase perteneciente al periodo Mitanni y una tltima fase de ocupacion con evidencias de
ocupaciones romanas, bizantinas y islamicas.

Mas recientes han sido las prospecciones realizadas por Bertille Lyonnet” las cuales
han puesto al descubierto nuevos yacimientos Halaf. En el apartado sobre asentamientos Halaf
realizado por O. Nieuwenhuyse®' se analizan materiales arqueoldgicos (especialmente
ceramicos) procedentes de mas de sesenta yacimientos (entre otros cabe destacar los de Tell

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Bagar, Tell Raheke 2, Tell Khaneke o Tell AOn el-Qerd), algunos de los cuales excavados de
antiguo, generando una nueva base de datos para investigar en la zona del Khabur.

Sin embargo, una de las ultimas intervenciones arqueolégicas realizadas en la zona
esta a cargo de una mision conjunta sirio, belga y inglesa (formada por la Direccién General de
Antigiiedades Siria, el profesor O. Tunca de la Universidad de Lieja, la profesora A. McMahon
de la Universidad de Cambridge y la colaboracién de 1a Universidad Auténoma de Barcelona)
que tiene a su cargo la excavacion del yacimiento de Chagar Bazar.

II1.2.- Area del Eufrates medio y periferia

Para algunos investigadores el Eufrates marcaba el limite sur-occidental de la expansién Halaf
y en los casos donde era presente se trataba casi siempre de ocupaciones pertenecientes a las
fases finales o a Variantes regionales®?. En realidad los yacimientos de este periodo en el
Eufrates sirio son mas bien escasos, como también lo han sido las prospecciones sistematicas.

‘Una de las primeras prospecciones sistematicas en esta zona son realizadas con
motivo de la construccion del pantano de Tabqa (lago Assad) en los sesenta®. Por otra parte en
los reports arqueoldgicos efectuados por Freedman (1979) en la zona del pantano de Tabqa se
citan referencias de A. Bounni (1979) y. A. Bahnassi (1980) los cuales indican que en la zona
se habia investigado de antiguo cerca de treinta yacimientos de entre los cuales Halawa y Sheik
Hassan que en aquel momento continuaban su excavacion. Otros yacimientos, no excavados,
detectados en el valle del Eufrates citados por Davidson® son Krein, Mumbaga y Mureybet II

Con motivo de la campaila internacional de salvamento de yacimientos afectados por
el pantano, la Universidad Americana en Beirut inicia una campaiia de excavaciones en el
yacimiento de Shams ed-Din situado en el margen izquierdo del Eufrates. Otro yacimiento en
el margen izquierdo es Zreyjiye descubierto en 1974 por W. Ortmann. El tell fue
posteriormente examinado por Friedrich Liith (1990) de Hamburgo que en el afio 1981
realizaba excavaciones en Tell Sheik Hassan. Zreyjiye se encuentra muy cerca de Sheik
Hassan y actualmente esta parcialmente cubierto por las aguas del pantano. Liith no realiz6 una
excavacion en el yacimiento ya que estaba muy erosionado por las subidas y bajadas de agua
del pantano pero recogi6 un importante lote de restos materiales, pertenecientes a una fase del
. Halaf medio. , _ :

En 1984 y 1985 A. Sagona y C. Sagona de la Universidad de Melbourne, que habian
realizado excavaciones en Tell El-Quitar, llevan a termino prospecciones en la zona que
posteriormente quedar4 afectada por el nuevo pantano de Tichrin®® detallando los materiales
recuperados de Tell Halula. Este yacimiento ha sido posteriormente excavado por la
Universidad Auténoma de- Barcelona® con motivo de la campaiia de salvamento de
yacimientos afectados por el pantano de Tichrin. Otro yacimiento afectado fue el de Tell
Amarna®® del periodo del Bronce pero que en 1993 en una prospeccién de la zona se

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localizaron restos de materiales ceramicos Halaf en superficie. Posteriormente se realizaron
dos campaiias arqueolégicas reducidas en la zona Halaf en colaboracién con la Universidad
Auténoma de Barcelona®.

En relacion a la zona mas occidental, han sido pocos los yacimientos descubiertos y
excavados. J. Matthers del Instituto de Arqueologia de la Universidad de Londres realiza en
1977 prospecciones en la zona de Tell Rifa’at al norte de Aleppo en que se localizaron un total
de 34 yacimientos de los cuales Ain et Tell, Tell Aajar, Tell Khibi, Tell Ibbol, Tell Aarane y
Tell Kaffine presentaban elementos ceramicos Halaf®. En 1978 Leon Marfoe inicia
excavaciones en el yacimiento de Arjoune*' cerca de Homs en el curso del Orontes con niveles
Halaf en las fases 1I-IV. En Hama, Ingholt (1940) describe también algunos fragmentos de
ceramica Halaf. »

Durante los afios 1990 a 1992 la Universidad de Tsukuba realizé prospecciones en la
zona de Idlib (Rouj Basin) en el sudoeste de Alepo* localizando cerdmicas pertenecientes al
periodo Halaf (EI-Rouj 3) en los yacimientos de Tell Aray 1 y Tell Abd elAziz.

‘Por lo que respecta a la zona del levante los yacimientos mas conocidos son los de
Ras Shamra excavado por Contenson® y los de la zona de Amugq al este del lago de Antioquia
excavados por Braidwood*.

I11.3.- Area del Balikh

La primera prospeccion sistematica realizada en el valle del Balikh fue realizada por Max
Mallowan* descubriendo dos yacimientos con posible presencia Halaf; Tell Aswad y Tell
Mefesh. Excavaciones posteriores de Cauvin* excluyeron la posible ocupacién Halaf en Tell
Aswad. Tell Mefesh fue también posteriormente excavado por Copeland*’ indicando que sus
niveles arquitectonicos y restos materiales pertenecerian a una fase de transicion Halaf/Ubaid.

En 1978, un equipo del CNRS realizé6 nuevos sondeos en el valle® y aunque su
objetivo era estudiar las terrazas cuaternarias del bajo Balikh recogieron informacién sobre
diversos tells, entre los cuales al menos cuatro con evidencias halaf;, Tell Mounbatah, Tell
Zeidan, Tell Chahine y Sabi Abyad. Uno de ellos, Tell Zaidan habia sido ya detectado
anteriormente por Albright quien describe algunos fragmentos Halaf (1926).

Las prospecciones y excavaciones arqueoldgicas iniciadas por la Universidad de
Amsterdam*® en Hammam et-Turkman y posteriormente en Sabi Abyad, Khirbet esh-Shenef o
Tell Damishliyya® en el valle del Balikh representaron el inicié de un periodo de excavaciones

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arqueoldgicas ininterrumpidas hasta el presente y han significado un cambio importante en el
panorama global del periodo Halaf. El yacimiento de Tell Sabi Abyad excavado
ininterrumpidamente desde 1986 ha proporcionado, entre otras, las bases para una nueva
- interpretacion sobre los origenes del Halaf.

IV.- Aproximacion a la periodizaciéon del Halaf

La periodizacién del Halaf ha sido durante mucho tiempo un tema de debate y confrontacion
entre investigadores. Recordemos que aun hoy no conocemos ningtin poblado Halaf completo
y que la problematica viene marcada tanto por la falta de secuencias estratigraficas completas
para el periodo como también en las dificultades de paralelizar secuencias en areas diferentes
donde variaciones regionales existentes pueden alterar una periodizacion global unica. '

La primera periodizacion del Halaf fue realizada gracias a las excavaciones realizadas
en el yacimiento de Arpachiyah en Iraq® que cubria toda la secuencia y se establecié en tres
subperiodos; Antiguo, Medio y Final. Esta secuenciacion tripartita fue utilizada posteriormente
para_establecer la €volucion tipolégica de la cerdmica procedente del yacimiento de Tell
Aqab®’. Las excavaciones en Tell Aqab confirmaron una secuencia para el Khabur paralela a la
de Arpachiyah, cubriendo todo el periodo Halaf y con una fase que enlazaria con el periodo
Ubaid y que fue denominada como Halaf-Transitional-Ubaid (HTU), convxrtlendo la nueva
periodizacion en cuatro fases diferenciadas™. :

Esta subdivision del periodo Halaf en tres o cuatro fases diferenciadas fue utilizada
hasta fechas muy recientes en que han aparecido nuevas propuestas que cuestionan aquellas
primeras aproximaciones realizadas a veces en base a conjuntos ceramicos reducidos, a
separaciones mas culturales que morfotipoldgicas, y a veces incluso a conjuntos ceramicos
ignorados (pe. las ceramicas procedentes del nivel TT10-7 de Arpachiyah). Watkins y
Campbell (1987) si bien aceptaban las diferencias existentes entre las fases media y final que
ofrecian tanto Mallowan como Davidson para el yacimiento de Arpachiyah sugerian que no -
existian en la periodizacién efectuada por la excavacién y revision posterior de Hijara* y que
se habian- obviado problematicas entorno a las formas ceramicas. En base a una revision
profunda de los conjuntos ceramicos de Arpachiyah, estos autores propusieron que el periodo
Halaf debia subdividirse iinicamente en dos periodos seguidos de la fase HTU. Una reciente
aproximacion a la tipologia ceramica en el norte de Iraq es la ofrecida por Wilkinson y
Tucker” que comprende series tipo des de las fases Hassuna hasta Asirio final.

La reciente aportacién de Campbell®® a la discusién sobre el problema de
periodizacidon ha sido bien aceptada por diversos investigadores. Esta recoge las sugerencias
efectuadas en 1987 y restringe el analisis a una subdivision en dos grandes fases para el Halaf:
Halaf I y Halaf II. A su vez estas dos fases se subdividen en otras dos; Halaf Ia, para aquellos
yacimientos con Halaf antiguo con origenes en una evolucién de los estratos inferiores; Halaf
Ib representado por el Halaf antiguo tradicional; Halaf Ila, corresponderia al Halaf medio

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tradicional y el Halaf IIb a la fase final del Halaf (ver fig. 2 para las diferentes perlodlzduones
de algunos yacimientos).

Sin embargo, como resultado de las recientes excavaciones en el yacimiento de Sabi
Abyad®’, se detectd una fase antigua y previa a la aparicién del Halaf antiguo o Halaf Ia que
denominaron Balikh IIIA y que corresponderia a una fase transicional entre un Neolitico final
y el Halaf antiguo. En esta nueva fase la presencia de influencias (basicamente decorativas ja
que las formas contintan en la fase siguiente) Hassuna y Samarra son muy presentes.

Mas recientemente O. Nieuwenhuyse (1999) y como resultado de las prospecciones
realizadas en el Khabur ha sugerido una nueva periodizacién para el Halaf basada en seis fases
diferenciadas; periodo transicional (Balikh IIJA), Halaf Ia (fase inicial Halaf), Halaf Ib (fase
antigua tradicional), Halaf Ila (antiguo Halaf medio), Halaf IIb (antiguo Halaf final) y
finalmente la fase HUT (Halaf-Ubaid Transicional). De la ultima fase Halaf, la Halaf IIb,
habria una evolucién hacia influencias Ubaid reflejadas en la fase HUT (con marcados
caracteres de Ubaid septentrional o Ubaid 3). :

V.- Los nuevos yacimientos

A esta aproximacion del estado de la cuestién del Halaf en Siria presentamos aqui los primeros
resultados, aun no definitivos, de tres yacimientos en que la Universidad Auténoma de
Barcelona ha participado en su excavacion. Se trata de Tell Amarna y Tell Halula, ambos en el
valle del Eufrates, y de Chagar Bazar en el valle del Khabur. Estos primeros resultados se
basan exclusivamente en la tipologia ceramica y gracias al estudio de sus caracteristicas
individualizadas presentamos una aproximacién cronologica que cubriria todo el periodo
Halaf.

Los yacimientos de Tell Amarna y Tell Halula tienen en comin su definicién de
excavacidn de salvamento al estar ubicados en la zona del nuevo pantano de Tichrin y ambos
fueron excavados por primera vez a inicios de los 90. Tell Amarna, situado a unos 6 km. de la
ciudad de Djerabulus, fue excavado por la Universidad de Lieja bajo la direccion del profesor
Onhan Tunca®. En la campaiia de 1993 se realizaron prospecciones por la zona y, entre otros,
se localizaron fragmentos ceramicos Halaf al sudeste del tell principal en un pequefio wadi
tributario del Eufrates. Gracias a un acuerdo,de colaboracién de la Universidad Auténoma de
Barcelona se realizaron dos pequefias campanas arqueoldgicas en el posible yacimiento en
1997, cuyo resultado preliminar fue ya publicado en 1998>° y su memoria definitiva esta en
curso. Si bien no se han recuperado elementos estructurales el yacimiento ha proporcionado un
importante conjunto de restos materiales, muy homogéneo, pertenecientes a una fase del Halaf
medio. La dificultad que presenta el yacimiento de Tell Amarna es que sus niveles
arqueolégicos, muy alterados, se encuentran a una profundidad media de 2,40 m. y cubierto de
unos estratos compactados resultado de la erosion de las terrazas fluviales cuaternarias.

El yacimiento de Tell Halula, situado en el margen derecho del'Eufrates, con una
evolucion de niveles de asentamiento desde el PPNB hasta las fases finales Halaf, ha sido ya
publicado a nivel global®. Si bien ha sido excavado ininterrumpidamente desde 1991, por la

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Universidad Auténoma de Barcelona, los niveles correspondientes al horizonte Halaf son los
menos conocidos. En la actualidad tenemos elementos materiales Halaf procedentes de
diversos sondeos: sectores S1, S30, S32, S35 y $36°'. Tell Halula es, por el momento, el tnico
yacimiento de los tres que dispone de presencia de al menos tres fases Halaf.

Finalmente el yacimiento de Chagar Bazar situado en el Khabur, a unos 60 km. al
norte de la ciudad de Hasakeh, es un tell con unas dimensiones de 400x250 m. El yacimiento
fue excavado inicialmente por Max Mallowan en 1936% y desde aquella fecha no se realizaron
nuevas intervenciones. Es a partir de 1999 que una nueva misién sirio-belga- inglesa inglesa
(formada por la Direccion General de Antigiiedades Siria, el profesor O. Tunca de la
Universidad de Lieja, la profesora A. McMahon de la Umver51dad de Cambridge y la
colaboraciéon de la Universidad Auténoma de Barcelona) ha retomado la reexcavacion del
yacimiento en dos de sus fases mas importantes; los niveles del horizonte del Bronce y los mas
antiguos pertenecientes al Neolitico. El objetivo de las intervenciones relacionadas con las
fases prehistéricas en Chagar Bazar es, en una primera fase, establecer una secuencia
estratigrafia global para contrastar la realizada por Mallowan en 1936 en el llamado
“prehistoric pit” y- determinar de una manera mas precisa la naturaleza de los niveles maés
profundos (principalmente los niveles L12 al L15) que podrian corresponder a una fase
neolitico final con influencias Samarra. El segundo objetivo inicial es establecer la posible
extension del asentamiento Halaf. Hasta la fecha pues se han efectuado dos sondeos, el CH-E,
justo donde Mallowan efectud su excavacion del “prehistoric pit” y sondeo CH-FII, a unos 60
m. del anterior en direccién oeste y a media pendiente del Tell.

Presentaremos aqui un estado actual del conocimiento de los tres yammlentos Y una
aproximacién cronoldgica en relacién a los mds importantes yacimientos, en base a los
elementos cerdmicos, de las diferentes fases del horizonte Halaf (fig. 3).

V.1.- El Halaf Antiguo

Elinico yacimiento que ha proporcionado elementos ceramicos de la fase antigua ha sido Tell
Halula. Gracias a los sondeos realizados en 1992 y 1995 en el sector 1% se obtuvo una
estratigrafia del tell occidental en la cual a partir de los ultimos niveles del Neolitico Final y en
ininterrumpida evolucién aparecian unos nuevos elementos ceramicos atribuibles a una fase
inicial Halaf. Esta primera fase Halaf (Fase 35 de Halula y Fase Halaf Ia de Campbell) se
caracterizaria por la presencia de un 80% de fragmentos ceramicos groseros similares a los
porcentajes de la fase anterior pre-Halaf (entre ellos cabe destacar las ceramicas groseras
simples, las bruiiidas, las incisas, los slips bruiiidos, elementos DFBW en un porcentaje
superior al 4%, asi como algunos fragmentos de Pattern burnished ware que se presentan,
mayoritariamente con un desgrasante asociado de tipo mineral). Cabe destacar también la
presencia de algunos fragmentos de “Husking Tray” elemento que hasta fechas bien recientes
era asociado exclusivamente a niveles Hassuna o Neolitico Final pero actualmente se ha
confirmado su perduracién hasta fases del Halaf medlo (pe. en Umm Qseir. Tsuneki, A. y Y.
Miyake, eds. 1998).

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- La gran novedad del Halaf antiguo con relacién a su fase previa es sin duda la
aparicion de nuevas ceramicas finas pintadas, algunas de ellas con decoracion y acabado de
tipo “Samarra” pero principalmente las que presentan aplicaciones decorativas de tipo “Halaf”.
Hemos ya hablado de la problematica que presenta la presencia de ceramicas tipo “Samarra”
en yacimientos occidentales y sus posibles interpretaciones. Recordemos por un momento las
discusiones entorno a estas cerdmicas y sus origenes: si bien fue primeramente caracterizada en
Samarra por Herzfeld (1930) algunos autores apuntan la posibilidad de que se trate de una
serie ceramica importada a Iraq desde Iran®, mientras que otros®, gracias a los analisis de
pastas realizados, afirman que son contemporaneas a las ceramicas Ubaid de Tell *Oueili. En
Tell Halula han sido localizados unicamente tres fragmentos de estilo “Samarra” recuperados
de la parte mas profunda del sondeo del sector 1 pero es de esperar que excavaciones en
extension amplien este porcentaje. Disponemos inicamente de una forma, elaborada con una
pasta muy depurada, sin desgrasante apreciable, un acabado de sus dos superficies de un slip
crema, correspondiente a un bol abierto de pared convexa, i una decoracion aplicada tipica
“Samarra” de quebrados entre lineas en el exterior y de lineas de flechas en su interior, con
pintura color almagra o rojo oscuro (fig. 4-7).

Mas abundante es, sin embargo, el conjunto de ceramicas finas pintadas Halaf que se
caracterizan por la combinacion de formas y decoraciones clasicas de esta fase. Las formas de
esta fase corresponden a boles de paredes rectas (“straight sided bowls”), boles de pared
céncava (“concave sided boles”), boles de carena baja (“low carinated bowls”), boles
globulares con cuello corto (“short collared bowls”) y jarras globulares con cuello alto
(“globular angle-necked jars”). Todas estas formas ceramicas van asociadas a un tipo de
decoraciéon comiin en su exterior de lineas quebradas (cross hatch pattern) y de lineas
onduladas o verticales (dancing ladies) exclusivas de esta fase Halaf (figura 4 - 1/6). La pintura
utilizada es basicamente el negro pero también es utilizado en menor medida el rojo y en
ambos casos es monétona y principalmente mate. Cabe destacar que en Tell Halula no han
aparecido los caracteristicos “cream bowls” presentes en la mayor parte de yacimientos de esta
primera fase si bien si lo son en la siguiente. o

Para esta fase Halaf antigua (fase 35 de Halula) tendriamos paralelos en otros
yacimientos Sirios como Sabi Abyad (fases IIIA y IIIB, correspondientes a los periodos
Transicional y Halaf Antiguo). Para la misma zona del Balikh, Tell Damishliyya (en su fase
IIB) ofreceria también paralelos para esta fase. Chagar Bazar presenta en sus niveles mas
profundos (L15-L13) algunos fragmentos ceramicos tipo “Samarra”®’ asociados a fragmentos
de DFBW y pattern burnished. Sin embargo las formas de “cream bowl” de los niveles L13 y
L12 parecen pertenecer a una fase mas evolucionada. En Tell Aqab existen también boles
carenados con decoracién de lineas quebradas®® pertenecientes a‘esta fase.

Para esta fase antigua las diferentes dataciones absolutas disponibles ofrecen un
marco cronoldgico que podriamos enmarcar en unos doscientos afios, de 5200-5000.BC (sin
salibrar). Esta primera fase Halaf de Halula, corresponderia a la Fase Ia de Campbell presente
-ambién en Sabi Abyad, Damishliyya, Chagar Bazar i Tell Aqab. Debido a la poca muestra
lisponible de esta fase, restringida inicamente a unos pocos metros cuadrados del sector S1, .

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hemos asociado los elementos cerdmicos mas antiguos, de tipo “Samarra” y “Husking tray”, a
los elementos ceramicos tipicos del Halaf antiguo formando, por el momento , una sola fase.
Por lo que respecta a la fase transicional entre el Neolitico final y el Halaf antiguo presente en
Sabi Abyad (Balikh IIIA) deberan ser futuras excavaciones en Tell Halula las que confirmen si
se pueden aislar elementos pertenecientes a esta fase con relacién al Halaf antiguo.

V.2.- El Halaf Medio

En los tres yacimientos, Amarna, Halula- y Chagar Bazar, se han localizado niveles
correspondientes a esta fase. En Tell Halula esta fase (Halula Fase 36a) esta representada en el
sector 1 pero también en los sectores S30-S32-S35 y S36 (ver Molist (ed.), en prensa). El
yacimiento de Tell Amarmna corresponde basicamente a esta fase, si bien en algunos sondeos
han aparecido también algunos fragmentos de la fase final y también del Bronce antiguo. En
Chagar Bazar esta fase esta representada en los dos sondeos realizados (CH-E, niveles L17-
L19 y CH-FII, niveles L8-L14)%.

" La fase Halaf Medio presenta, en su conjunto ceramico, una serie de caracteristicas
diferenciadoras respecto a su fase anterior. En primer lugar hay una inversion en los
porcentajes de los conjuntos ceramicos; si en la fase antigua el porcentaje de ceramicas
groseras era alrededor de un 80% del total y el de las finas pintadas Halaf de un 20% ahora el
porcentaje de ceramicas groseras desciende hasta un 20% y el de finas pintadas Halaf aumenta
hasta un 40%. El 40% restante corresponde a una nueva categoria definida como Fina Halaf
sin pintar o “plain Halaf”. A destacar la total ausencia de ceramicas de estilo “Samarra” y que
la categoria de ceramicas groseras se restringe ahora a dos tipos exclusivos; ceramicas groseras
simples alisadas y groseras simples bruiiidas, basicamente con desgrasante asociado de tipo
mineral. A nivel tipomorfolégico aparecen también marcadas diferencias entre las dos fases.
En esta fase se reducen drasticamente los tipos decorativos presentes en la fase anterior,
especialmente las lineas quebradas asociadas a lineas verticales en el interior de los vasos, y se
- aumenta notablemente el catalogo con nuevas decoraciones y tipos de pintura que ahora
presentan una gama de colores des de el rojo, naranja, marrones y negros a menudo con
efectos bitono debido a una irregular aplicacion del pigmento en los vasos previamente a su
coccion. Se amplia también al catalogo con nuevas formas si bien algunas de las anteriores
perduran aunque en porcentajes diferentes™. :

A nivel de formas ceramicas destacar que en los tres yacimientos perdura la forma de
vaso de base plana y pared recta (“straight sided bowl”), los boles cerrados con cuello corto y
las jarras globulares si bien con asociacién de nuevas decoraciones.

Por otra parte aparecen ahora nuevas formas como los tipicos “cream bowls” (fig. 4 n°
9) o vasos abiertos con marcada carena baja, asociados a una gran variedad de motivos
decorativos (bucraneos, bandas, tridngulos rellenos de lineas cruzadas) entre los cuales
aparecen los primeros motivos humanos esquematizados, los boles de pared curvilinea en
diferentes variantes, los boles cerrados con labio de seccion redonda o pellizcado, los platos de
base plana y pared recta o céncava, los boles cerrados con pequeiio cuello y jarras con
diferentes tipos de cuello (fig. 4 n° 8/24).

Los yacimientos sirios excavados pertenecientes a la fase Halaf medio son escasos y
en la mayoria de los casos efectuados de antiguo (pe. Tell Halaf) o con métodos discutibles

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para muchos”. En la actualidad disponemos de tres yacimientos que presentan esta fase, bien
definida estratigraficamente, y con unos conjuntos ceramicos muy homogéneos vy
paralelizables entre ellos (Tell Amarna, Tell Halula y Umm Qseir, en espera de finalizar el
sondeo de Chagar Bazar). En todos estos yacimientos los niveles de Halaf medio han sido
localizados en una posicién estratigrafica segura; en Tell Amarna™ el depésito Halaf se
encuentra sobre el suelo virgen y cubierto por la erosion de las terrazas fluviales, en Tell
Halula y en el sector 17 se hallan posicionados estratigraficamente entre suelos compactados y
aislados completamente y en Umm Qseir, aunque la primera interpretacion de Hole y Jhonston
(1986) lo atribuyera a un Halaf final debido a la presencia de un fragmento Halaf con pintura
bicroma la reciente excavacion efectuada por la misién japonesa™ la han definido como de un
conjunto homogéneo perteneciente a un Halaf medio con una perduracion corta en el tiempo.
Estos niveles Halaf descansan directamente sobre el suelo virgen y son cubiertos por otros
niveles del Calcolitico tardio por lo que pueden considerarse sin intrusiones y pertenecientes a
una fase Halaf medio”. Asimismo, el yacimiento de Chagar Bazar, atn en curso de estudio™,
presenta en su sondeo CH-E una estratigrafia con unos restos materiales que si bien a nivel
cuantitativo, por su reducido tamarfio, no presenta un catalogo de formas completo si que se
pueden asociar a la fase Halaf medio en sus niveles L17 a L19. También se puede asociar a
esta fase los niveles L8 a L14 del sondeo CH-FII en que las mismas formas se asocian a una
estructura arquitectonica circular. :

En general, el catalogo de formas ceramicas del Halaf medio de Amarna, Halula y
Chagar Bazar, es comparable a muchos otros yacimientos definidos como de la misma fase: a
parte del citado Umm Qseir, presentan un repertorio de formas paralelizables los yacimientos
de Shams ed-Din y las pocas formas de Zreyjiye que son presentes también en Halula y
Amarna. Tell Halaf y Tell Aqgab, Tell Kahzna en el Khabur presentan paralelos préximos como
también lo son los de Damishliyya en el Balikh. La mayoria de formas de Halula y Amama
son presentes en Shams ed-Din y en menor proporcion en el valle del Balikh y del Khabur
(boles con perfiles curvilineos, boles con pared recta 'y fondo plano, jarras globulares con .
cuello alto y abierto, boles de pared concava y bordes redondos o pinzados,...). Algunas formas
parecen mas exclusivas del Eufrates como los boles globulares con cuello alto (bow rim jars) y
otras, como la verdadera “cream bowls” son mas presentes en la zona del Khabur que en el
Eufrates. Sin embargo estas diferencias en pou:entajes de diferentes tipos y presenma/ausenma
de algunos de seria resultado de una variacién regional enla tradicién cerdmica como ya
indicaba Davidson (1977).

V.3.- El Halaf Final
Si las diferencias de formas y decoraciones ceramicas entre el Halaf antiguo y el Halaf medio

son claras y bien definidas, las diferencias entre la fase media y final lo son menos. A partir de
las evidencias disponibles parece que la transicion entre la fase media y final se produce de una

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manera mas gradual y que las tradiciones ceramicas existentes perduran en esta nueva fase y
continian hasta entrada la fase de transicion al Ubaid.

En el yacimiento de Tell Halula es donde estas diferencias morfotipoldgicas, pero
también decorativas, han sido mejor apreciadas. La fase final Halaf (Fase 36b de Halula) ha
sido localizada en los sondeos S30 donde se localizaron unas fosas excavadas en niveles del
neolitico final y también en los sectores S32 y S36. En Chagar Bazar corresponderia a los
niveles L2 al L8 del sondeo CH-FII y los L1 al L-16 del sondeo CH-E. |

A nivel de formas ceramicas perduran algunas pertenecientes a la fase anterior, como
los boles de pared recta y base plana, algunos boles con pared curvilinea, y variantes de boles
cerrados de pared concava. Por el contrdrio algunas tienden a desaparecer (cream bowls)
mientras aparecen nuevas formas como boles poco profundos, abierto, con labio plano y otros
con pared circular, boles globulares con carenas poco marcadas etc. Estas nuevas formas van
asociadas a nuevos tipos de pastas ceramicas, ahora con una composicién mds arenosa, y
especialmente con una gran ausencia de slips previos (cream slip, light slip o dark slip como
venia siendo habitual sobretodo en la fase media) a la decoracién pictoérica. Asi pues y a falta
de tener disponibles los analisis fisicos y quimicos en curso de realizacidén, podemos afirmar
que en esta nueva fase aparecen no Unicamente nuevas formas cerdmicas sino que aparecen
también nuevas producciones cuyo origen desconocemos por el momento. Una de ellas
corresponde a la “Red ware” o ceramica roja que presenta, en Halula, unas pastas con alto
componente de arena, coccidon oxidante, con una aplicacion de un slip rojo que normalmente
cubre toda la superficie externa y parte de la interior y una decoracion, en negro, de motivos
simples, principalmente lineas paralelas verticales y horizontales que cubren gran parte del
vaso (fig. 4/28). Las formas asociadas a esta nueva categoria suelen ser boles de pared redonda
y base plana. Otra caracteristica de esta fase seria la aparicion de las primeras ceramicas con
pintura policroma (hasta ahora habia unicamente efectos bitonos pero no policromia real)
formada por la combinacion de los colores negro y rojo y asociados a nuevos motivos
decorativos, particularmente figurativos como vegetales y geométricos (fig. 4-33). Y también
hacen su .apariciéon unas nuevas decoraciones basadas en la combinacidon de pintura y
incisiones hasta ahora unicamente asociados a los periodos Samarra o Neolitico final (fig.
4/29) o vasos abiertos con labio plano decorado, pared concava y decoracién de lineas en
zigzag (fig. 4-32).

Tradicionalmente los elementos que han caracterizado las fases finales del Halaf han
sido la presencia de algunas nuevas formas y nuevas decoraciones policromas, presentes en la
mayoria de yacimientos con fases Halaf final (Tell Halaf, Chagar Bazar, Tell Aqab, algunos

‘fragmentos en Shams ed-Din, ...) asi como la nueva categoria de “red ware” que aparece
indiscriminadamente en yacimientos del Halaf medio’” pero que perdura hasta las fases HUT™
y las ceramicas con combinaciones de incisiones y decoracién pictérica™.

'Sin embargo parece probable que muchos de los yacimientos que presentan una facies
de Halaf final continlien su evolucion hasta fases de transicion a las influencias Ubaid. En Tell
Aqab por ejemplo, la mayoria de formas ceramicas existentes en la fase media son presentes en
su fase final (a excepcion de las formas curvilineas o los boles con pedestal). Este hecho
dificulta una separacion clara de los elementos que caracterizan a cada fase y tendremos que

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esperar nuevas excavaciones con niveles del Halaf medio al transicional HUT para definir de
una manera mas precisa los cambios que puedan producirse.

Conclusiones

A nivel de conclusiones sefialar que ha sido gracias a las recientes excavaciones efectuadas
(Sabi Abyad en el Balikh, Tell Halula y Tell Amarna en el Eufrates y Chagar Bazar, Umm
Qseir y las prospecciones realizadas por B. Lyonnet en el Khabur) que el horizonte Halaf ha
sido mejor definido por lo que respecta a sus origenes, extension, periodizaciéon y
caracteristicas materiales. Sabi Abyad y Tell Halula han puesto las bases para poder afirmar
que los origenes del Halaf son, sino exclusivos del noroeste de Siria, focos primarios de
aparicion del Halaf y que las anteriores teorias sobre un foco dinamizador procedente del note
de Iraq ya no son validas hoy en dia. Estas afirmaciones ha sido posible realizarlas gracias a la
apariciéon de nuevos conjuntos ceramicos, transicionales en el caso de Sabi Abyad, y de un
Halaf muy antiguo tanto en Sabi Abyad como en Halula, que enlazan los niveles mas recientes
del Neolitico final con una apariciéon de las ceramicas finas pintadas Halaf, sin 1nterrupc1on y
que presentan una influencia de tipo Samarra.

La periodizacion del Halaf, sin estar aun definitivamente resuelta, se va definiendo
cada vez mas y las ultimas proposiciones de subdivision en seis fases (cinco si se agrupan las
fases Halaf Ia y Ib cuya principal diferencia seria su evolucion o no de fases anteriores)
seguramente se consolidara en un futuro. Si bien las primeras fases son cada dia mas bien
definidas gracias a las recientes excavaciones con una primera fase transicional (de momento
clara unicamente en Sabi Abyad) seguida de una fase de Halaf antiguo (vinculado a tradiciones
autdctonas o no) y de una fase Halaf medio, mas dificil es de definir con precisidn la evolucion
que presenta esta ultima fase hacia el horizonte Ubaid.

Como ya indicaba Davidson (1977) las tradiciones ceramicas Halaf en la zona del
Khabur y en la region de Mosul en Iraq muestran unas semejanzas similares como también los
son sus evoluciones. En este. sentido recordemos que categorias ceramicas como la “red ware”
tradicionalmente asociada a las fases finales y HUT han aparecido en yacimientos del Halaf
medio como Umm Qseir (aunque en pequefias proporciones) y que este mismo yacimiento
ofrece elementos de “Husking tray” hasta ahora restringidos a fases del Neolitico final.

A todo esto habra que aiiadir las problematicas sobre producciones locales /
importadas®, los origenes de ceramicas como las de estilo “Samarra”, y las posibles redes de
intercambio existentes en cada fase. La transicion de la fase Halaf medio a la cultura Ubaid
debera ser revisada también en el futuro. Como indica Breniquet® la desaparicién de la cultura
Halaf no parece vinculada a una fendémeno migratorio sino mas bien a la adopcion de
diferentes caracteristicas ubeidianas por los halafienses. Este fenémeno ha sido contrastado en
la toda la zona de extensién de la cultura Halaf, pero las modalidades de su aparicién son
diferentes segun las regiones. Mientras que la adopcion de la cultura Ubaid es inmediata en el
norte de Mesopotamia oriental, parece que en la zona occidental este proceso constituye una
verdadera fase de “transicion” caracterizada por una degeneracién de los estilos ceramicos
halafienses, por la introduccién de ceramicas de estilo ubeidiano, pero con una persistencia en
ciertos caracteres Halaf como su caracteristica arquitectura circular, simbolo quizés, de una
menor permeabilidad a las influencias ubeidianas. En la misma linea de Breniquet (1996),

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otros autores abogan por definir la transicion entre las culturas Halaf y Ubaid, como un
movimiento doble, en el que destaca la rapida ascension de la cultura Ubaid contra la lenta
evolucién de la cultura Halaf; es decir, la aparicion de la cultura Ubaid tendria por origen un
desequilibrio de la cultura Halaf y que las presiones exteriores existentes no seran efectivas
mas que en la medida en que haya una “demanda” preexistente halafiense. Segtin sefiala Forest
(1996) las tensiones internas existentes dentro la sociedad Halaf en su fase final y la ausencia
de una fuerte autoridad integradora es la causa del constante deterioro de estas comunidades y
la falta de construccién de nuevos asentamientos. Es una situacién en que aparece una
decadencia del mundo Halaf realmente compleja y que muchos autores coinciden en su
existencia dado que mientras en el sur mesopotamico se desarrolla una sociedad compleja
(fases de Choga Mami transicional y Ubaid antiguo), en el norte, el mundo Halaf representa
una sociedad que no evoluciona pero que se reproduce y “una sociedad que no evoluciona esta
condenada a desaparecer sin posteridad, o a fundirse en conjuntos diferentes”®.
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THE PROTO-HALAF PERIOD IN SYRIA.
NEW SITES, NEW DATA

Abstract : This paper intends to give a brief, factual account of some of the new fieldwork projects in Syria that are now documenting
a short transitional stage between the Pre-Halaf and the Early Halaf. This stage, which for present purposes we have termed Proto-Halaf
(about 6 100-5 950 cal. BC), appears to have been a crucial time, during which the basis was laid for the subsequent Halaf phenomenon.

Evidence gathered so far suggests that the transition from Pre-Halaf to Early Halaf happened fairly rapidly, within the course of only a
few generations. What we have termed the Proto-Halaf period refers largely to changes observed in the ceramic assemblages. These we
shall present geographically by discussing previously excavated sites while also including new discoveries that are changing our insights
with almost every fieldwork season. We hope to offer a framework for further work on this crucial stage in Mesopotamian prehistory.

Résumé : Cette contribution présente un rapide bilan des acquis obtenus lors de projets archéologiques récents qui se développent en
Syrie et qui apportent de I'information sur la courte période de transition située entre le Pré-Halaf et le Halaf ancien. Cette période, ici
nommée Proto-Halaf (autour de 6 100-5 950 cal. BC), semble avoir été cruciale pour la genése du phénoméne du Halaf : la transition
du Pré-Halaf au Halaf ancien semble avoir été trés rapide, le temps de quelques générations. Le terme Proto-Halaf fait essentiellement
référence aux changements observés dans les assemblages céramiques. Présentés sur un plan spatial, anciennes fouilles et nouvelles
découvertes, les résultats obtenus conduisent a changer nos points de vue. Cette note doit constituer une base pour les recherches & venir

sur cette étape qui nous parait cruciale.

INTRODUCTION

The Halaf culture first captured the interest of archaeolo-
gists at the beginning of the last century, when Von Oppen-
heim retrieved an abundant and varied collection of a
characteristic, painted Fine Ware from below his Iron Age
excavations at Tell Halaf!. Since then the investigation of the
Halaf culture in Syria, and in a wider sense the Late Neolithic
period as a whole (ca 6 900-5 300 cal. BC), has alternated
between advances and long periods of little interest2. Scholars
were often more interested in the incipient stages of the Neo-

lithic 'Revolution' rather than in its outcomes. Recently, how-
ever, progress has accelerated. A number of regional surveys,
new excavations and renewed emphasis on meticulous
archaeological analyses have made it clear that the Late Neo-
lithic was a formative stage in the prehistory of the ancient
Near East. The introduction of pottery production, the earliest
sealing practices, new architectural forms, the earliest evi-
dence of the use of metal, the establishment of pastoralism
and the gradual rise of large, sedentary villages are among the
features often ascribed to later stages of Mesopotamian pre-
history, but they trace their roots to the Late Neolithic3.

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As has recently become clear, the Halaf did not come out
of the blue. Whereas earlier models frequently involved pre-
historic migrations or sudden shifts in social complexity4,
today most scholars would accept that the Halaf arose from a
gradual, localized evolution. A short-lived transitional stage
has been shown to precede the Halaf, at least in Syria, south-
eastern Turkey and northern Irag’.

This exciting discovery made it possible, for the first time,
to begin the investigation of the intervening stages between
the Pre-Halaf and the Early Halaf. Although much remains to
be investigated, the evidence gathered so far suggests that the
transition from Pre-Halaf to Early Halaf took place fairly rap-
idly, within the course of only a few generations. Currently
dated to about 6 100-5 950 cal. BC, this period appears to
have been a crucial time, during which the basis was laid for
the subsequent Halaf phenomenon.

This paper intends to give a brief, factual account of some
of the ongoing fieldwork projectst. Although modem political
boundaries mean little in prehistory, we shall concentrate on
Syria since this is where most of the recent work is going on.
Evidently, this review can hardly be considered to be definite.
New discoveries are changing our insights almost every field-
work season. Yet, to those who are not too familiar with the
details, an overview is perhaps useful. To avoid confusion
with other “transitional” periods in Mesopotamian terminol-
ogy, we shall refer to this particular stage with the term Proto-
Halaf'in this paper. We shall start with a definition of the term.
We shall then briefly present the newly excavated sites in
Syria and some of the major ceramic categories, and conclude
with outlining some directions for further research.

DEFINING THE PROTO-HALAF PERIOD

How do we define the Proto-Halaf period ? It might be
argued quite reasonably that terms such as “Proto” or “Incip-
ient” are to be avoided because they are inherently teleologi-

cal, implying that one phenomena will inevitably lead to the
next. On the other hand, we hesitate introducing terminolo-
gies based on a single site (such as “Tell Halula culture” or
“Tell Sabi Abyad 7-4 phase”), because of the dangers of
reducing much meaningful regional variation to a single “type
site”. For the same reason, regional terminologies such as
“Balikh ITIA” or “Hassuna III” risk losing out of sight what
constitutes the main characteristic of this stage, which is that
it happened over such a large geographical space. We feel the
evidence gathered so far merits the suggestion that the stage
we discuss here was, in fact, the start of the Halaf proper. For
want of a better terminology, we shall in this paper use the
term “Proto-Halaf”, while using site-based or regional terms
when dealing with regional developments?.

An important point to be made here is that what we term
“Proto-Halaf” (or “Transitional™) refers solely to the changes
in the ceramic assemblages. Future studies must investigate
the extent to which the changes in the pottery articulated with
wider social practices. Contrary to what is often thought, how-
ever, there appears to have been considerable continuity in
other aspects of society, including the architecture and spatial
organization of the village, sealing practices and rituald. At
Tell Sabi Abyad, the Proto-Halaf phase starts with the intro-
duction of a small proportion of a wholly new kind of pottery :
finely made, mineral-tempered Fine Ware bearing a complex,
intricate style of decoration®. The proportion of Fine Ware
rose rapidly, until eventually it replaced most of the other cat-
egories (table 1). Alongside this major shift in the composi-
tion of the ceramic assemblage, there were modifications in
technology, vessel shape and decorative style. Gradually
these led from the rough, relatively simple shapes and designs
from the Pre-Halaf era to the intricately painted, complex
shapes that are so characteristic of the Halaf. Although Tell
Sabi Abyad thus far offers the best context, it is important to
underline that similar processes can be observed at sites such
as Tell Halula!'® and Chagar Bazar!!.

During the Proto-Halaf stage, the Fine Ware pottery from
these sites bears strong resemblances to the Hassuna and

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Samarra cultures known from northern and central Iraq. So
where does this place the Proto-Halaf in terms of the tradi-
tional culture-historical chronology ? The new discoveries
lead to a strong upswing in chronology building. For long,
Mallowan’s tripartite division of the Halaf period, based on
his 1933 excavations at Arpachiyah in northern Iraq!?, was
the major frame of reference. For instance, Mallowan’s
framework was applied with little modification to the
sequence excavated at Tell Aqab in northeastern Syrial3. But
Mallowan’s scheme does not always fit the evidence easily.
Recently scholars have pointed to the considerable overlap
between Mallowan’s stage indicators, arguing for a simplifi-
cation!4. Others have doubted the applicability of the
Arpachiyah sequence beyond northern Iraq!’. Regional chro-
nologies and terminologies have come to the fore in many
parts of the country, for instance in the Balikh!6, the Royj
Basin!7, the Euphrates!® and in the Khabur!®. The relative
chronologies are backed up by a rapidly increasing body of
radiocarbon absolute dates20.

It would lead far beyond the scope of this paper to discuss
the terrifying complexity of Halaf chronology at length. Table
2 provides some of the regional chronologies currently in use.

Mallowan’s basic scheme has been, after 70 years, modified
and expanded. Excavations in Syria have added, firstly, a
Halaf-"Ubaid Transitional stage at the end of the period?!,
and, more recently, an earlier stage of the Halaf at the begin-
ning of the period. This earliest Halaf is thought to precede
the traditional Early Halaf from Tell Arpachiyah22, This ear-
liest Halaf, in its tumn, is preceded by the transitional stage
between the later Pre-Halaf and the Early Halaf : the Proto-
Halaf stage that is under discussion in this paper?3. If all these
stages are taken into consideration, the Halaf period might in
theory be divided into six major phases (table 2). Rather than
representing distinct cultural entities, the Hassuna and
Samarra “influences” in Syria — however these should be
defined — form part of a continuous development, the transi-
tional stage between the Pre-Halaf and the Early Halaf.

THE SITES : OLD AND NEW

Looking back, it now appears that the ceramic evidence of
the Proto-Halaf stage had already been excavated here and
there, but at the time it could not be fitted into a chronological
frame. Investigators had already noticed the existence of
Samarra sherds in the basal levels of some Halafian sites,
including Sakje-Geuzi in Turkey2?4 and Tell Chagar Bazar in
Syria?S. At present, in addition to Tell Sabi Abyad the Proto-
Halaf stage has been securely attested in Syria at Tell Halula,
Chagar Bazar, Tell Boueid II, Tell Baghouz, Tell el-Kerkh, and
in survey work. It has also been found in the northern Jezireh
Jjust across the Syrian-Iraqi border and recently at several south-
eastern Anatolian sites, among them Mezraa Teleilat, Domuz-
tepe, Kazane Hoyuk, Boz Tepe and Hakemi Use (fig. 1).

TELL SABI ABYAD

Tell Sabi Abyad, located in the upper Balikh valley of
northern Syria, thus far remains the only excavated site in the
Near East where the transition from Pre-Halaf to Early Halaf

is excavated in a long, unbroken sequence. Excavations by the
National Museum of Antiquities Leiden have been carried out
on various locations of the 4 ha mound, but for present pur-
poses those on the southeastern slopes of the mound, desig-
nated “operation I”, are the most relevant. Thus far eleven
major architectural phases have been identified here, termed

level 11 to 126, On the basis of changes in the ceramics, levels
11-8 are attributed to the Pre-Halaf era, whereas levels 3-1
belong to the earliest stages of the Halaf period?”. The inter-
mediate levels, level 7-4, represent the Transitional period.?8
In addition to the work on the southeastern slopes, a series of
trenches excavated from 2002 onwards on the northeastern
slopes (‘“operation II”’) have yielded well-preserved occupa-
tional layers dated to the later stages of the Transitional
period, while sloping debris layers containing “late Transi-
tional” pottery were excavated in 2001 on the southwestern
parts of the mound.29

The architecture includes both rectilinear and circular
buildings. As at Tell Halula and other sites, tholoi have
appeared as early as the Pre-Halaf phase30. No doubt the best
known of the Transitional period levels is level 6, exposed
over an area of 1,382 m2, which was laid to ashes at around
6 000 BC in a massive conflagration3! (fig.2). The large,
multi-roomed rectilinear buildings are currently interpreted as
communal storehouses for a much larger population than was

permanently resident at the site32. The site appears to have
been the focal point in a semi-pastoral society.

The sequence excavated on the southeast part of the mound
forms the basis for defining the Transitional period at Tell Sabi
Abyad. The gradual rise of the Halaf can be followed in
detail33. Three distinct Fine Wares are found : Standard Fine
Ware, Orange Fine Ware, and a very small proportion of what
has been called Fine Painted Ware (fig. 3). All three categories

bear relationships in various degrees to Hassuna and Samarra
pottery known from northern and central Iraq. Whereas the
Orange Fine Ware and Fine Painted Ware were restricted to
the Transitional period, the Standard Fine Ware gradually
increased in importance in the course of time, until by the time
of level 3 it had replaced most of the other pottery groups.
More importantly, however, the Transitional ceramic assem-
blage constituted more than just a “Fine Ware” component
dominating a plain “Coarse Ware™ bulk. A fascinating mixture
of technological groups and decorative styles occurs during
this period. In addition to the bulk of plant-tempered Standard
Ware, Grev-Black Ware, Mineral Coarse Ware and non-local
Dark-Faced Burnished Ware are found. Moreover, in sharp
contrast to what is sometimes thought, the Standard Ware was
not always plain and coarse, but was often decorated, showing
a wide variety of decorative styles.

TELL HALULA

Tell Halula is situated on the Syrian Euphrates, about
130 km northeast of Aleppo, just on the edge of the area
recently flooded by the Tishrin Dam. Explorations by the
Spanish Archaeological Mission have shown Halula to be a
large (8 ha) site that was occupied during most of the Neo-
lithic from the middle PPNB onwards34. The Proto-Halaf
stage has been termed Halula phase HL-1V.

Remains dated to the Proto-Halaf period were recovered
from various soundings distributed over the site. A first sound-
ing opened on the southwestern slopes in 1992 (sounding 1B
in sector 1) yielded a series of stratified open areas occupied
during the Pre-Halaf and Proto-Halaf periods3S. The best
information, however, comes from the new soundings opened
in 2000 and 2002 in what is also termed sector 1 but on the
northwestern slopes of the mound (trenches S-38 to S-45) with
an extent of 375 m2. Here a continuous succession of occupa-
tional layers was observed that covers the time from the later
Pre-Halaf until the end of the Halaf period, comprising large
open areas alternating with strata containing architecture.

The Proto-Halaf stage was first excavated in trench S-38,
where a succession of architectural phases was identified,
including a large rectangular building with a stone foundation
(fig. 4). This sounding confirms an unbroken sequence from
the late Pre-Halaf (phase HL-III) to the Proto-Halaf (phase
HL-IV) period. Later, soundings S-43 and S-44 yielded sev-
eral domestic structures dated to the Proto-Halaf, mostly com-
prising large pits and hearths, situated in open areas. In
addition, and also related to open areas, trench 44/3 yielded a
large circular building or “tholos” from the Proto-Halaf
period, reaching 6.5 m in diameter36,

The Halula Proto-Halaf ceramic assemblage includes a
large variety of wares. Fine Wares, either plain or decorated in
the Samarra style, make their first appearance at this stage
(fig. 5: 1-8). We may note the complete absence so far of
Orange Fine Ware, known from sites west of the Euphrates.

Other categories continued from the previous stage, including
Simple and Burnished Coarse Wares, either with mineral or
with plant inclusions (fig. 5 : 9). Also continuing from the Pre-
Halaf stage were pottery with incised and/or impressed deco-
ration (fig. 5 : 13), burnished Red Slip Ware (fig. 5 : 11), Early
Painted Wares, decorated with red slipped bands (fig. 5 : 12)
as well as the characteristic “Husking trays” (see table 3). In
lesser quantities Dark-Faced Burnished Ware (fig.5 : 10),
Pattern-Burnished Ware and Grey-Black Ware are found. As
at Sabi Abyad, the Fine Wares were made of a well-levigated
clay, fired mostly in oxidizing circumstances and sometimes
having a light slip on the exterior surface. Design motifs are
mostly geometrical, but the characteristic so-called “dancing

ladies” are sometimes found along the interior rim. Shapes are
dominated by straight sided bowls (60 %), concave sided
bowls (17 %), sinuous sided bowls (5 %), jars with short or
high neck (10 %), simple closed bowls (4 %) and closed bowls
with short neck (1,5 %). The majority of the vessels have flat
bases, but two pedestal bases were also found.

CHAGAR BAZAR

Chagar Bazar is located about 20 km south of Amuda, on
the main road from Qamishly to' Aleppo. The 12 ha mound
rises some 21 m above the surrounding plains. Max Mallowan
excavated at Chagar Bazar from 1935 to 1937, having first
surveyed the Upper Khabur region' in - 193437. Mallowan’s
excavations are most notable for his huge “Prehistoric Pit”
which measured 25 by 20 m with a depth of nearly 15 m, and
which yielded a long occupational sequence of Halaf and 3rd
millennium BC levels. If not entirely according to today’s
standards for archaeological fieldwork, his pioneering exca-

vations made a substantial contribution to the initial archaeo-
logical exploration of the northern Mesopotamian steppes.

In 1999 a new programme of investigations began3?,
Among the project’s goals are the reconstruction of the occu-
pational sequence and establishing the nature of the prehis-
toric occupation at the site. Two soundings, termed Sounding
E and Locus 5, yielded remains from the Proto-Halaf
period3®. Sounding E, measuring 1.5 m x 2 m, was opened
inside Mallowan’s “Prehistoric Pit”40. Sounding E gained a
depth of over 9 m, and reached virgin soil (fig. 6). The exca-
vated sequence comprised fifty-four distinct layers, and
included occupational floors, pits, and fragments of walls?!.
The sequence was provisionally divided into four chronolog-
ical phases, starting from the Proto-Halaf period (CB-I) up to
the Late Halaf (CB-IV) (table 2). The Proto-Halaf layers (CB-
I) from this sounding represent the earliest occupation attested
thus far at Chagar Bazar. Three pits dug into virgin soil and a
fragment of a pisé wall could be excavated. Sounding “Locus
57, measuring 3.5 by 1 m, was opened on the northwestern

slopes of the mound some 100 m away from Mallowan’s pit,
with the aim of establishing the extent of the earliest occupa-
tion. Covered below a thick erosion layer, a series of superim-
posed occupational levels with mud floors and open fires were
dated to the Proto-Halaf stage. Virgin soil was reached at
some 2 m below the actual level of the surrounding plains.

The pottery assemblage from these soundings neatly fits
with the Proto-Halaf pottery as found at the other sites
although Chagar Bazar represents a late stage of the period.
Several distinct ceramic categories were defined, on the basis
of fabric composition and surface treatment*2 (table 4) : Fine
Painted Ware (fig. 7: 1-8), a category that shows clear rela-
tionships with Samarra pottery in terms of its design (about
2.39 % of the bulk), and Plain Fine Ware (2.19 %) resemble
the Standard Fine ware from Sabi Abyad ; Mineral Coarse
Ware and Vegetal Coarse Ware (fig. 7 : 11-12) are quite com-
mon, the latter often carrying a red slip over a burnished sur-
face (termed Burnished Red Slip Ware); Dark-Faced
Burnished Ware and “Husking Trays™ (fig. 7: 10) are also
present, albeit in very limited proportions (less than 1 % of the
bulk) ; to complete the picture, the Orange Fine Ware repre-
sents about 1.5 % of the total (fig. 7: 9); typical shapes
include small curvilinear bowls, concave or vertical-sided
bowls, jars with a high neck, closed bowls with a short neck
and plates.

TELL BOUEID II

Tell Boueid II, situated on the right bank of the Middle
Khabur river opposite the Halaf site of Umm Qseir, was dis-
covered by Dr. Antoine Suleiman, of the Syrian DGAM, in the
course of his excavations at nearby Tell Boueid I43. The small,
inconspicuous mound, less than a metre high, is barely visible
even if you stand on it. With a surface of less than 0.5 ha, Tell
Boueid II is an example of a small, short-lived Proto-Halaf vil-
lage. Excavations in 1997 and 1998 attested a single building
level#4 (fig. 8). On the basis of the excavated ceramics Tell

Boueid II is currently dated to the end of the Pre-Halaf era
(termed Proto-Hassuna in this region) and the beginning of the
Proto-Halaf period, about 6 100 cal. BC. Boueid II may have
been more or less contemporary with the level 6 Burnt Village
at Tell Sabi Abyad4S. The site must have been inhabited for a
short period of time, perhaps no longer than a few generations.
The village lay out comprises a range of rectilinear buildings.
No round buildings (tholoi) were attested46.

The single-period occupation level at Tell Boueid II yielded
four distinct ceramic wares, termed Standard Ware, Samarra
Fine Ware*!, Orange Fine ware and Dark-Faced Burnished
Ware*8 (table 5 and fig. 9). Noteworthy is the large proportion of
Orange Fine Ware, which includes about 21 % of the bulk. It is
interesting to note that among the bulk of the plant-tempered
Standard Ware some coarse vessel shapes that are common at
other sites are conspicuously absent, in particular large storage
jars and husking trays. The absence of large storage jars seems to
have been compensated for by producing these shapes in white

ware?®, The absence of husking trays remains difficult to
explain ; their role was perhaps taken over by other vessel shapes.

TELL BAGHOUZ

The small (0.6 ha) mound of Tell Baghouz is situated on
the edge of the flood plain and at the foot of a high cliff over-
looking the left bank of the Euphrates near the Syrian-Iraqi
border. The mound occupies a rather isolated position, with
no contemporaneous sites known in the immediate environ-

ment. In the 1930s Du Mesnil du Buisson opened a series of
trenches and found that the mound belonged to a single cul-
tural horizon, the Samarra period’0. Superimposed on bed-
rock, two or three occupational levels were distinguished, and
some architectural features were recognized>!. The excavated
pottery was homogeneous, however, and was judged to be
similar to the material collected in the previous year on the
surface of the mound52. The excavations document little or no
ceramic evolution, and the site was probably short-lived?3.
Tell Baghouz represents an important 'type site' for the
Samarra culture. In 1944 Braidwood and his team compiled
what was known of the pottery from Tell Baghouz and for the

very first time provided a well-documented definition of what
constituted Samarra pottery>4. Still widely used today, this
definition has become the “ideal” Samarra ware with which
later discoveries are compared3>. Recently a small sample of
sherds from Baghouz, preserved in the Louvre, has been re-
investigated with respect to the ceramic technology¢. This
attested the presence of two main ceramic categories, termed
Samarra Fine Ware and Orange Fine Ware, and showed that,
in technological terms at least, the pottery from Tell Baghouz
is comparable to that of Tell Sabi Abyad and other Proto-
Halaf (or Transitional) sites in Syria.

TELL EL-KERKH

The excavations at Tell 'Ain el-Kerkh, situated in the Rouj
basin in western Syria, have been yielding ceramics that show
that this region, too, participated in the Proto-Halaf phenom-
enon to some degree37. The majority of the pottery from Tell
'Ain el-Kerkh consists of locally-made Dark-Faced Bur-
nished Wares. However, a small proportion of so-called Fine
Painted Ware comparable to the Standard Fine Ware from
Tell Sabi Abyad originated from the Rouj 2¢ period. This
phase is thought to precede the appearance of the Early
Halaf’8. Fine Painted Ware comprises less than 1 % of the
ceramic assemblage as a whole, however, which otherwise
remains largely unaffected until the start of the Halaf period
proper>®. The Rouj basin may have been on the outskirts of
the transformations that changed local pottery production
elsewhere in northern Syria.

REGIONAL SURVEYS

In addition to these excavations, a number of recently con-
ducted regional surveys attest the presence of Proto-Halaf
sites. Notwithstanding the absence of reliable, well-stratified
excavated contexts, these surveys provide a useful insight into
the regional extent of the Proto-Halaf phenomenon and, more
specifically, the distribution of ceramic traditions. Lyonnet’s

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survey in the headwaters of the Khabur river has yielded a
number of sites dated to the Proto-Halafperiod®0. Akkermans'
extensive survey work in the Balikh yielded a small number
of “Transitional” period moundsé!. In both surveys, the Proto-
Halaf sites are mostly small and dispersed, and with virtually
no exception they are found north of the present-day 220 mm-
rainfall boundary. This pattern fits in well with the settlement
organization attested for this period in the Sinjar steppes of
northern Iraq62.

Although the vast extents of steppe between these two
river systems have been subjected to some surveying®3, these
projects have not included the sufficiently fine-tuned chrono-
logical precision that is needed to distinguish the Proto-Halaf
period from the more general “Halaf”. The entire stretch of
the Syrian Euphrates valley, heavily surveyed over the
years®4, has yielded no Proto-Halaf period sites apart from
Tell Halula and Tell Baghouz. This certainly does not prove a
complete absence of inhabitation during the Proto-Halaf
period, as the excavations at Halula and Baghouz clearly
show. More likely, the mercilessly shifting course of the river
has obliterated most small, prehistoric mounds in this geolog-
ically turbulent zone$3. Future excavations may still yield
unexpected discoveries, as the buried Halaf site at Tell Masa-
ikh proves®s.

INTRODUCING THE CERAMICS

Less than two decades ago, there were few convincing
“missing links” between the Pre-Halaf and the Halaf®?. This
situation has now changed. However, the picture remains far
from clear, and this abbreviated review can hardly be consid-

ered to be definitive. First of all, the study of the ceramic
assemblages from the Proto-Halaf period is actually “work in
progress”, and our insights are changing by the year. The new
work obviously requires synthesis. One major obstacle is the
lack of widely accepted agreement concerning ceramic termi-
nology. Readers may find that different terms refer to similar
wares or, more confusingly, similar terms embrace a large
degree of technological and stylistic variation. Moreover,
there is a persistent tendency to emphasize the uniqueness and
homogeneity of each Late Neolithic culture-historical entity.
The recent work, however, suggests a significant fluidity of
cultural boundaries, at least in terms of ceramics ; all of the
groups discussed below show distributions that blur the exist-
ing culture-historical framework.

Evidently, a full discussion of the evidence gathered so far
would lead beyond the scope of this review. Ceramic special-
ists have distinguished a range of distinct ceramic categories,
termed wares or series. Some of these existed already prior to
the Proto-Halaf period, but others were new to this period. For
the purposes of this review, we shall restrict ourselves to pre-
senting some of the major wares. Our use of the term ‘ware'
merits discussion. In classical archaeology this term often
refers to a particular surface treatment or the style of decorat-
ing. Many investigators working on the Proto-Halaf period (as
in Near Eastern prehistory in general) would emphasise
instead the successive stages in the technological chaine
opératoireS8 needed to produce vessels of a particular type.
Thus, a “ware” refers to a cluster of basic technical features :
the clay selected and prepared by the potter, the shaping meth-
ods, surface finishing treatments and firing. Within the broad
categories defined this way, divisions are made according to
decoration.

THE STANDARD WARES

It seems logical to start with the category that constitutes the
bulk of the ceramic assemblage in Syria and adjacent regions
during the Pre-Halaf and most of the Proto-Halaf period, which
is termed Standard Ware here. The use of the term “standard”
simply points to the predominance of the pottery in the ceramic
assemblage as a whole. Alternative terms include “Coarse
Ware”, “Proto-Hassuna” or, simply, “the Bulk™. In practice,

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Standard Ware is the portion that remains after all other identi-
fiable wares have been set apart’. It is important to note that,
Standard Ware is not a single, homogeneous group. It is enor-
mously varied in terms of decorative style, but also with respect
to the ceramic technology and vessel shape. Statistical associa-
tions between these various aspects point to a number of fine-
coarse divisions. This led some authors to present subgroups of
the Standard Ware as distinct categories, for instance a “Red-
Slipped and Burnished Ware7!. Yet, these divisions rarely
suggest clear-cut, bounded categories”, At present, it would be
reaching too far to materialize these statistical trends into dis-
crete “wares”.

Technologically, the main defining feature of Standard
Ware is the use of a predominantly plant-tempered clay.
There is considerable variation in the size and the amount of
these non-plastics, perhaps pointing to different tempering
strategies. For instance, the “finer” plant inclusions might rep-
resent dung added to the clay, whereas the “coarser” ones
might represent chopped straw’3. Burnishing was frequently
applied as a surface finishing technique. The pottery on the
whole appears to have been fired at low temperatures and dur-
ing short intervals, as is suggested by the frequent dark cores.
Surface colours are in the range of buff to brown’. The
Standard Ware vessel shape repertoire includes a large range
of bowls, jars and pots in all sizes. On the whole, the shapes
are less complex than is found with the Fine Wares. Vessels
with a carinated body, for instance, are practically absent. A
characteristic shape, the precise function of which remains a
matter of debate, is a large oval “tray” with an interior surface
that was corrugated with broad grooves or finger impressions
(figs 3, 5, 7 and 9). Some authors feel that these “husking
trays” were used to separate grains from the husks’s, but they
may also have been portable ovens for baking bread’¢. Once
seen as the defining element of Hassuna pottery from northern
Iraq, husking trays have now been attested in Late Neolithic
assemblages across Syria and southeastern Anatolia.

The Standard Ware appears to have evolved from the very
earliest ceramic assemblages attested in the northern Syrian

steppes at about 6 900 BC77. In northern Syria it remained in
production until the Early Halaf period, when it gradually
faded into oblivion. However, during its long existence this
category was not static. In Pre-Halaf times characteristic dec-
orative techniques included red slipping, painting, appliqué,
incising and impressing. Many of these styles bear affiliations
to the so-called Proto-Hassuna assemblages known from
northern Iraq. The design structures were always simple, and
in contrast to the Standard Fine Wares multiple design motifs
on the same vessel were largely avoided. At the start of the
Transitional period potters innovated stylistically by introduc-
ing, among others, Standard Ware vessels decorated with red
slipped bands alternating with impressed chevrons, and ves-
sels painted with bitumen’8, During the later Transitional
period, in association with a rapidly increasing importance of
Fine Ware, these innovations were lost. During the Early
Halaf, Standard Ware was reduced to the production of plain,
coarse, and utilitarian vessels.

THE STANDARD FINE WARES

In contrast, Standard Fine Ware was made of a fine clay
that, on the whole, shows small mineral non-plastic inclusions
only”. It is not always clear, however, if these represent a true
“temper” ; the inclusions may have been naturally present in
the sandy clays selected for making Standard Fine Ware20, In
addition to the clay fabric, perhaps the defining feature of this
pottery in technological terms is the way it was fired. Potters
must have employed kiln types in which oxygen fluctuations
could be more closely monitored, resulting in a light, pale-yel-
low surface colour! and, when painted, a dark-coloured
paint82. Such kilns have thus far not been unequivocally docu-
mented at any of the Proto-Halaf sites in Syria, but two-sto-
reyed updraught kilns do appear at this stage in northern Iraq,
at Yarim Tepe I83. Two major decorative techniques are asso-
ciated with the Standard Fine Ware : painting and, to a lesser

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extent, incising/impressing. In contrast to the Standard Has-
suna wares known from northern Iraq, incising/impressing
never occurs on its own, but always in combination with paint-
ing. Not all Standard Fine Ware was decorated, however ;
Plain Fine Ware forms part of the assemblage as well34,

Perhaps the most conspicuous aspect of the Proto-Halaf
period was the dramatic increase of the proportion of Standard
Fine Ware in the ceramic assemblage as a whole. From a mere
2-4 % at the start of the Proto-Halaf period at Tell Sabi
Abyad, it comprised the majority at the end of the period
(tablel). At the start of the Early Halaf it had replaced most of
the other ceramic wares. Along this course in time, potters
seem to have searched actively, and successfully, for techno-
logical improvements. Gradually they began using more
finely prepared clays, and they gained increasing control over
firing conditions. This resulted eventually in vessels covered
with a regular, dark, somewhat glossy paint in the Early Halaf
period. Stylistically, too, the Standard Fine Ware changed
markedly, to the extent that it may be possible to distinguish
between an “early” and a “late” Proto-Halaf stage. Vessels
gradually gained a more sharply accentuated, carinated shape.
The logical outcome was the development of the so-called
“cream bowl” at the end of the Proto-Halaf period : a sharply
carinated, collared bow] that perhaps more than anything else
symbolizes Halaf pottery.

The decorative style emphasizes the use of bounded
design motifs. With few exceptions the motifs were attached
to the horizontal, structural lines that divided the empty vessel
surface. Figurative motifs occur now and then, including the
so-called “dancing ladies” painted along the interior rim85,
Mostly people avoided figurative designs, however, and
employed non-representational, geometrical motifs only. To
some extent the range of Standard Fine Ware design motifs
overlaps those found among the other ceramic wares such as
the Standard Ware, especially during the earliest stages of the
Proto-Halaf period (Sabi Abyad levels 7-6), but on the whole
they are clearly distinguished. Characteristic motifs include
various stepped patterns, meanders, and endless variations on
the basic themes of crosshatching and zigzags. The design
motif of (horizontal) crosshatching increased during the
Proto-Halaf period and became the dominant theme during
the Early Halaf. The changes in design motif popularity were
gradual, however, and indicate no sharp break between the
Proto-Halaf stage and the Early Halaf.

A gradually increasing complexity of the design structure
during the Proto-Halaf period is seen in a stronger differenti-
ation of the vessel surface into multiple decoration zones, and
in a rapidly increasing range of design motifs (fig. 10)%. At
Tell Sabi Abyad most Standard Fine Ware vessels gained a
single decoration zone at the start of the Proto-Halaf period.
At the end of this stage multiple decoration zones, separated
with multiple “free-floating” lines were common. In the Early
Halaf, design structures became more varied. The use of mul-
tiple decoration zones continued, but at the same time there
was a return to “broad”, singular zones filled with complex
design motifs, while many vessels were now painted in a sim-
ple, basic style.

A major research question concemns the relationships
between the Syrian Standard Fine Ware and the two major
ceramic entities that precede the Halaf in northern and central
Iraq, respectively the Standard Hassuna and the “Classic”
Samarra. Even a superficial comparison suffices to make the
point that the affinities are, indeed, strong, but the precise
nature of these relationships remains to be elucidated. The
discussion is considerably hampered by the still relatively
poor understanding of what constitutes Standard Hassuna and
Samarra pottery, or what are the boundaries between these
two categories. Most scholars would probably hold that these
are distinct culture-historical entities, reflecting profound
regional differences in subsistence adaptation and social
structure8?. Recent work, however, emphasizes the consider-

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able overlap, both from the technological perspective as well
as stylistically®8. An investigation of the Samarra Fine Ware
from the type-site Tell Baghouz suggested that in terms of
ceramic technology the Baghouz pottery belonged to the same
category as the Standard Fine Ware from Tell Sabi Abyads®.

THE ORANGE FINE WARES

An intriguing group is the one termed Orange Fine Ware.
First discovered at Tell Sabi Abyad®, this group has been
shown to have a wide distribution in time and space. In terms
of ceramic technology, Orange Fine Ware pottery was made
of relatively coarse clay. Calcium-carbonate particles and
coarse lumps of orange or dark-grey mud-rock are the domi-
nant non-plastic inclusions. Many sherds have a pitted surface
caused by lime spalling. Chaff temper was added occasion-
ally9!. The pottery was fired at relatively low temperatures, in
circumstances that generally seem to have been oxidizing.
The Orange Fine Ware, as its name points out, bears an
orange-pinkish surface colour®? combined with an orange-
pinkish paint colour93. In contrast to some of the other Fine
Ware pottery groups that arose at this time, the Orange Fine
Ware would not have required updraught kilns %4.

The range of vessel shapes is restricted thus far to various
types of bowls and jars. Orange Fine Ware decorative tech-
niques include slipping and painting (figs 3, 7 and 9). Appli-
qué occurs occasionally, usually in combination with slip or
paint. The design structure emphasizes bounded designs.
Although this feature is shared with the other Fine Ware
styles, the Orange Fine Ware design structures are on the
average much simpler. Compared with the Standard Fine
Ware, the painted lines are thicker and the designs denser. The
range of design configurations selected by the Orange Fine
Ware potters overlaps with those of the other Fine Wares, but
does not replicate them. Typical motifs include diagonal
crosshatching, chevrons, diagonal lines and diagonal lines in

alternating directions. Despite the occasional borrowing of
Samarra-style motifs, however, and notwithstanding the
superficial similarities with the Samarra-style design struc-
tures, Orange Fine Ware is categorically not Samarra Fine
Ware or Standard Fine Ware.

At Tell Sabi Abyad the Orange Fine Ware is restricted to
the Proto-Halaf period, including less than 4 % of the assem-
blage. The Orange Fine Ware is more at home in northeastern
Syria, where survey work in the Khabur headwaters has
yielded a number of sites with Orange Fine Ware%. In this
region the pottery may have more ancient roots, starting as
early as the Proto-Hassuna period®. At Boueid about one
fourth of the assemblage consisted of Orange Fine Ware?7.
Orange Fine Ware also occurs in the Proto-Halaf levels at Tell
Chagar Bazar98, Further south, Le Miére noted its presence at
Tell Bouqras®. Significantly, it may also be part of “classic”
Samarra ceramic assemblages, as shown by an Orange Fine
Ware vessel at Baghouz!90, The Euphrates may constitute the
western limit of the distribution of this specific category!0!,

THE MINERAL-TEMPERED COARSE WARES
AND DARK-FACED BURNISHED WARE

In addition to the groups discussed above, Proto-Halaf
ceramic assemblages usually include one or more groups char-
acterized by having large quantities of rather coarse, mineral
inclusions and the absence of vegetal temper. Reducing firing
conditions are often found, frequently leading to dark surfaces
and cores. This category, however, includes a wide range of dis-
tinct varieties that remain poorly understood. For instance, there
is the plain so-called Mineral Coarse Ware found at Sabi
Abyad!02, Tell Halula, Chagar Bazar!03 and other sites, but there
are also other groups, each group being distinguished by the
application of different surface treatments and decorative tech-
niques, including burnishing, slipping, incising and impress-
ing!04. It seems to be impossible at this stage to generalize.

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A fascinating category has become known as Dark-Faced
Burnished Ware. Initially defined in the Amuqg!%5, very simi-
lar ceramics have recently been shown to be part of the Pre-
Halaf, Proto-Halaf and even Halaf ceramic assemblages in
Syrial%, Somewhat unfortunately, the lack of precise defini-
tions about what constitutes Dark-Faced Burnished Ware has
made it likely that a number of different categories are cur-
rently being presented under the same name!07. The complex-
ity of this issue is clearly shown at Tell el-Kerkh 2, where the
Dark-Faced Bumnished Ware is divided into 3 subgroups on
the basis of technological differences!%. From a technologi-
cal point of view Dark-Faced Burnished Ware may generally
be defined as having an exclusively mineral-tempered fabric,
a highly bumnished, Iustrous external surface and a surface
colour ranging from black to dark brown to a bright red. Most
of the bulk shows reducing firing conditions but light cores
sometimes indicate incompletely oxidizing firing conditions.
It is not uncommon to find red slipped examples, sometimes
in combination with incised geometrical patterns. Composi-
tional analyses point to a non-local origin of the Syrian Dark-
Faced Burnished Ware!09, but the precise locus of production
remains to be established. Its excellent qualities as a special-
ized “cooking ware” may have stimulated its exchange. At
Tell Sabi Abyad and Tell Boueid I, Dark-Faced Burnished
Ware jars were frequently remodelled into holemouth shapes,
after which they were re-used as “cooking pots™!10,

SOME DIRECTIONS FOR FURTHER STUDY

The appearance and subsequent development of decorated
pottery in the Near East has surfaced as one of the most exit-
ing research subjects of the last decade. We now know that
after the initial adoption of pottery, at around 6 900 BC, it
took several centuries before people began to decorate their

ceramic vessels on a large scale. When they did so eventually,
during the later part of the 7tb millennium BC, a wide variety
of ceramic technologies and decorative styles arose. Thanks
to a series of recent discoveries, what we term the Halaf style
can now be shown to have arisen gradually out of a variety of
local, Pre-Halaf styles. However, many crucial questions still
remain to be dealt with.

One of the most depressing problems we currently face is
the need for a better terminology when it comes to defining
our ceramic categories. Actually, this holds not just for the
Proto-Halaf period but for most other stages of the nearly
2 000-year-long Late Neolithic as well. Ceramic categories
such as “Coarse Ware”, “Samarra Fine Ware” or “Dark-Faced
Burnished Ware”, among many others, constitute essential
elements of various definitions of the later Neolithic, yet each
of these terms remains poorly understood. In the past many of
these definitions have been based largely upon decorative
style —the way that the vessels were decorated-, but ulti-
mately they boil down to differences in ceramic technology —
the way vessels were made. Rigorous study of the ceramic
technology of each category is an essential prerequisite to
come to a stronger agreement in a ceramic terminology valid
for the whole of Syria. As to the Proto-Halaf period, several
studies have already started in this direction!!!. This includes
“low-tech” studies of clay selection and preparation, shaping
techniques and firing strategies!!2, but also “high-tech” stud-
ies including chemical and physical analysis!13. Not only do
such studies shed light on the evolution of ancient ceramic
technologies in general, but they also aim to come to grips
with the difficult questions of ceramic definitions and termi-
nology.

A closely related issue concerns the locus of production
and ceramic exchange. It seems highly likely that pots trav-
elled over great distances at various times during the later Neo-
lithic. However, the scale of ceramic exchange and, indeed, the
locus of origin of many presumably non-local items usually
remains obscure. A case in point is the Dark-Faced Burnished
Ware. While this category is definitely not local to northern
Syria, it could have come from a large geographical area in

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addition to the 'Amuq. The Orange Fine Ware has been
claimed to be non-localll4, but whence it came remains
unclear. Various authors have suggested that much of the
Samarra-style Standard Fine Ware represented imported pot-
tery!15, but this remains in fact to be demonstrated. The evi-
dence gathered thus far does not contradict local production of
Standard Fine Ware across Syria. These issues are important
for understanding the details of ceramic production, exchange
and consumption, but they have much wider implications for
our understanding of Late Neolithic societies. There is much
room for systematic studies investigating the chemical and
mineral composition of local clays and pottery fabrics.

The view is complicated by the circumstance that the
number of excavated sites that give information on the short-
lived Proto-Halaf period is still exceedingly limited!!6. It can
be argued that the current scarcity of sites has led to an exag-
geration of the perceived cultural differences between key-
sites situated far apart. In other words, it contributes to a view
of separate culture-historical entities in the Late Neolithic.
Now that more sites from this period are being excavated or
re-investigated, cultural dichotomies appear to be much less
sharp. A case in point is Tell Baghouz. For long seen as the
key example of a Samarran site, its ceramics have now been
shown to occupy an “intermediate™ position between those
from the “classic” Samarra sites in central Irag and from the
“northern Samarra” sites found in Syria!!7. In short, we need
more well excavated and thoroughly documented sites. The
excavations and surveys in Syria discussed in this paper offer
a huge potential in this respect. In addition there are new
projects in southeastern Anatolia, a region with a strong
recent history of archaeological research into the Late Neo-
lithic, and where recent excavations at sites like Mezraa Tel-
eilat!18, Domuztepe!!9, Kazane Hoyuk!20, Boz Tepel2! and

Hakemi Use!22 show that this region participated in the Proto-
Halaf phenomenon.

Only a few sites excavated thus far offer the complete
transition, with the Early Halaf evolving from the preceding
Pre-Halaf stages with no apparent break. In Syria these are
Tell Sabi Abyad in the Balikh Valley and Tell Halula on the
Euphrates. Future work should explore the extent to which the
trajectories towards the Halaf in each region were similar, in
which aspects they differed, and to which extent they over-
lapped in time. For instance, Tell Sabi Abyad offers a long
and complex evolution to the Early Halaf period that may
include at least two distinct phases, an “early” and a “late”
Transitional stage. At Tell Halula, on the other hand, the cur-
rent view suggests that the Proto-Halaf period represented a
singular, much shorter 'stage, which evolved more rapidly
towards the Early Halaf. The possibility, indeed the likelihood
of, such regionally distinct pathways to the Halaf should be
further explored in future studies!23,

A related issue is the lack of reliable C!4 radiocarbon
dates, to fix the temporal dimensions of the Proto-Halaf stage.
The very limited number of C!4 dates available give the gen-
eral time range, about 6 100-5 950 BC!24, They suggest not
only that the transition from Pre-Halaf to Early Halaf hap-
pened very quickly indeed —in the course of only a few
generations — but also that it happened at about the same time
over an enormously large region. This view may of course be
misleading. Although in a general sense the outcome of the
process appears to have been very similar over large dis-
tances, as the wide distribution of Early Halaf sites shows,
there is no reason to assume a priori that regional communi-
ties everywhere “stepped in” at the same time. The Proto-
Halaf phenomenon need not have happened everywhere at the
same time, or at the same pace, as the different trajectories of
Sabi Abyad and Halula suggest. For instance, communities in
the Rouj basin of western Syria seem to have participated only
marginally, and local ceramic production in the Rouj for a
long time continued to produce local styles. During the Early

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Halaf, potters at Tell el-Kerkh were making Halaf style ves-
sels using the local Dark-Faced Bumished Ware technol-
ogy!25, Future work should aim to gain as much chronological
precision as possible, covering an area as large as possible.
This should also contribute to a better understanding of the
chronological relationships between the Syrian Proto-Halaf,
the Iraqi Samarra culture and the southeastern Anatolian cul-
tures, which are far from being solved!26.

In spite of these problems, and notwithstanding the fact
that the results from these investigations are still in progress,
the Proto-Halaf ceramic assemblage as we currently under-
stand it has a certain degree of consistency from one site to
another. We can clearly distinguish the ceramic assemblage
from this period both from what came before and from subse-
quent assemblages. Importantly, the rise of Fine Ware, per-
haps the major feature of the period, has been documented at
a number of sites, including Tell Sabi Abyad and Tell Halula.
In terms of the ceramic assemblage as a whole the Proto-Halaf
period shows much continuity with the preceding stages.
Many of the ceramic categories existed already during the
later Pre-Halaf phase. The new elements of the period include
a set of new wares that represented a true innovation in pottery
production. These innovations are basically represented by
the so-called Standard Fine Ware, a group that includes,
among others, the Samarra style. It is this group that gradually
developed through time towards what we have termed Halaf
pottery. There were other Fine Ware groups, too, among
which the Orange Fine Ware is perhaps the most intriguing.
These groups show huge supra-regional distributions, which
cut across existing culture-historical boundaries and which
foreshadow the large regional extent of the succeeding Halaf.
To mention just one example, the so-called Standard Ware
“husking tray”, until recently considered to be a prime fossil
guide of the Hassuna culture, has now been attested across
western Syria and southeastern Anatolia, continuing at least
until the middle Halaf127,

Yet, to excavate more “data” is in itself not sufficient, nor
would it be very challenging. There is more to the Proto-Halaf
period than just finding the “missing link”. We are facing

huge challenges in re-evaluating our basic explanatory mod-
els for the period, and the assumptions underlying those mod-
els. The discovery of the Proto-Halaf is rapidly changing the
way we look at Syrian prehistory. As scholars increasingly
acknowledge, much work on the Syrian Late Neolithic has
shown a strong emphasis on culture-historical description and
classification!28, Too often, sophisticated interpretations have
rested on the good old notion of distinct culture groups, each
group being defined on a presumably homogeneous, mutually
discrete set of pottery characteristics. The increasing evidence
for overlap and continuity in both time and space cautions
against such assumptions. There is a huge potential for studies
that make the attempt to place pots and people in their social
context. In this respect we may mention the emphasis on
broad scale excavation found at a number of sites, which ena-
bles contextual analyses to be done.

Many years ago, Agatha Christie Mallowan, while helping
her husband at Chagar Bazar, mused about the origins of the
stylized Halaf bukranium motif, thinking how helpful it
would be if all the “intervening steps” were known!2%. The
intervening steps have now been found. The Proto-Halaf phe-
nomenon points to significant changes taking place in the
social and symbolical role pottery had in the Late Neolithic
communities involved. The study of these changes and their
wider implications has only just begun.
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
